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MEMOIR ABOUT PETRO UDOVYCHENKO

Abstract. The article presents a detailed portrait of Petro Udovychenko, one of the found-
ers of the Faculty of International Relations of Kyiv State University and a prominent figure
in Ukrainian diplomacy.

The author points out that Mr Udovychenko provided lectures for the very first students
of the Faculty of International Relations, imparting valuable experience and skills. Petro
Udovychenko had a challenging life path: during Stalinism, he was an assistant to the Sec-
retary of the Executive Committee of Comintern (Communist International, or the Third
International) Dmytro Manuilskyi; in 1958-61 he served as the Permanent Representative
of the Ukrainian SSR to the UN; in 1961-67 he was the Head of the Department of Interna-
tional Relations and Foreign Policy of the USSR at Kyiv State University; and then became
the Minister of Education of the Ukrainian SSR (1967-71).

Particularly noteworthy are the author’s memories of Petro Udovychenkos life moment,
which he shared during the perestroika (restructuring) period: the organisation of the with-
drawal of the Polish army together with a sizeable contingent of Polish civilians under the
command of General Wiadystaw Anders through Central Asia to Soviet-British-occupied
Iran.

Unfortunately, the author emphasises that Petro Udovychenko did not leave any memoirs
of his long and turbulent life. Given that he was an outstanding figure in Ukrainian diploma-
cy, an individual with a strong and uncompromising personality, collecting and preserving
his legacy is important.
