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MEMORIES
OF STUDYING

Abstract. The article recalls the years of Oleksandr Maiboroda’s studies at the Department
of International Relations and Foreign Policy (1965-67) of the Faculty of History of Taras
Shevchenko State University of Kyiv.

The author outlines the problems of education at the Faculty of History in the 1960s and
the issues with limited access to information resources.

The author highlights the process of organising education at the Faculty of History, the
departmental division, and emphasises the prestige of working on foreign affairs in Soviet
society. It is also important to trace the language training of specialists in international
relations to work with foreigners and a limited number of them due to the formality of the
Ukrainian SSR’s representation in international politics.

The author’s memories of the personality of Petro Udovychenko and the lecturers Volo-
dymyr Menshykov and Viktor Biletskyi, who prepared experts in international history at
the Department of International Relations, are interesting.

The author concludes that the Ukrainian SSR at that time could not provide jobs for
all graduates of the Department of International Relations. However, since the specialists
had high analytical, lecturing and organisational skills, most graduates successfully realised
themselves in the managerial, scientific, cultural, teaching and other spheres.
