MEMORIES OF FATHER

Abstract. Olena Parkhomchuk depicts the life path of her father, Ukrainian diplomat and
international historian Stanislav Parkhomchuk, in her memoirs. She describes his achieve-
ments, professional endeavours, and personality.

Stanislav Parkhomchuk was born on 30 November 1925, in the village of Chovnova. He
was a member of the Chapaev partisan detachment in Volyn, and later received higher edu-
cation at the faculty of international relations of the National University of Kyiv. Additionally,
he attended the Higher Diplomatic School of the USSR Ministry of Foreign Affairs.

The work of Stanislav Parkhomchuk in the Council of Ministers of the Ukrainian SSR, the
Ukrainian Society for Cultural Relations with Foreign Countries, and the European Office of
the United Nations in Geneva reflected his high professionalism and dedication to the cause.

The passing of Stanislav Parkhomchuk in 1975 marked a tragic loss for Ukrainian science
and diplomacy. His daughter’s reminiscences of her father testify to the great influence Stan-
islav Parkhomchuk had on his surroundings and how his spirit continues to live in the hearts
of those who knew and respected him.
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
