IN MEMORY OF A TEACHER

Abstract. In the article, alumni recount their experiences with their lecturer Ihor Peters,
Doctor of History, Full Professor, Honoured Scientist and Engineer, who passed away on 13
March 1990. They describe the trials Mr Peters faced from early childhood: war, repression,
life in Tbilisi, and more.

After returning to his homeland, he chose the path of a scholar. He enrolled in the Fac-
ulty of International Relations at Taras Shevchenko State University of Kyiv, graduating
with honours and subsequently entering postgraduate studies. Thor Peters was a renowned
specialist in the contemporary history of Eastern European countries, particularly Czecho-
slovakia. Later, he headed the Department of Socialist Countries at the Institute of Social
and Economic Problems of Foreign Countries of the Academy of Sciences of the Ukrainian
SSR, where he supervised regional departments in Chernivtsi and Uzhhorod.

Thor Peters was known not only for his scientific achievements but also for his intelli-
gence, nobility, and humour. His students describe him as a responsible and modest scholar
who supported and inspired young future researchers. His approach to work and students
was almost paternal, and his guidance and advice were the key to his student’s success in
science and diplomacy.
